ABU DHABI CITY TOUR

For flights:

Can | carry medication into Dubai?
For some UK medicines, including various over the counter medicines such as Codeine, it is
necessary to carry an accompanying doctor's note or prescription to authenticate its use. It is also
advised to take the medicines in their original packaging and an appropriate quantity for the
length of stay.

Do | need a travel adapter plug?
YES, Dubai uses the same 220/240 volts three pin plug as in the UK & Ireland.

What will the weather be like?
Dubai enjoys 365 days of warm sunshine. The climate is sub-tropical, with intermittent rain,
mostly in winter. Summer temperatures peak at 50C. From September to May, days are
pleasantly warm, with an average of 24C in January. Please ensure you bring plenty of
sunscreen and drink water frequently during your stay.

November is characterized by rapidly falling daily high temperatures, however it's nothing to
worry about, as daily highs decrease from a hot 33°C to 28°C over the course of the month,
exceeding 35°C and dropping below 25°C, only one day in ten. Daily low temperatures range
from 18°C to 22°C, rarely ever falling below 16°C and exceeding 25°C only one day in ten.

Can | take photographs?
Normal photography is acceptable, but please ask locals for permission before taking their
photograph. Photos of government buildings, military installations, ports and airports should not
be taken.



Can | drink alcohol in Dubai?
Compared to some of its neighbours, Dubai takes a relaxed attitude towards alcohol, which is
served in hotels, nightclubs and golf clubs. The minimum age restriction is 21 years. Please note
that drunken behavior is frowned upon by Dubai's local authorities.

What's the currency in Dubai?

Where should | change my currency?
There is a currency exchange on arrival at Dubai International Airport or Abu Dhabi Airport with
competitive rates. However, currency exchanges in the UK & Ireland are able to change
GBP/EUR into UAE Dirhams, so we would encourage doing so before departure. There are also
plenty of ATMs around Dubai where credit/debit cards can be used to draw out money. It is our
recommendation that you do not use currency exchanges at hotels in Dubai, as rates are not

What is the duty free allowance at Dubai Internatio  nal Airport?
You may buy up to 400 cigarettes or 2 kilos of cigars, 4 litres of liquor (including wine, beer and
spirits) in Dubai International Airport.

However, please note that you can only carry up to 200 cigarettes or 50 cigars, 1 litre of spirits, 2
litres of fortified wine (i.e. port or sherry), wine, or any drink less than 22 percent volume into the
UK or Ireland from a non-EU country.

Are we expected to tip?
If you wish to tip your hotel or housekeeping staff for their service, you may do so. It is not
expected but it is appreciated. It's also a polite gesture to tip your driver at the end the trip.

Are taxis easily accessible in Dubai?
Yes, and they are very reasonable. It is easy to find a cream coloured Dubai Taxi outside any
hotel or shopping mall. Dubai taxis use a meter. Please note that if you order a taxi from
concierge at a hotel, you may be provided with the hotel car, which would be more expensive and
